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Hi Sue,
Having just opened up PR3 I have the same initial reaction as to PR2.

Im clear everything is there for a dynamic and interesting PR.  I think the way you are applying PC design to people is really functional and useful but I have some recommendations for PR before I make a review here.

(Oh, interestingly, Looby has brought out a book on People and Permaculture- you might really enjoy that)

I think you would benefit from revisiting these PRs and sticking to a clear design format.  You use OBREDIMET but it could be a lot more coherent and functional to fit the report entirely into these headings.  Please have a quick look around some other portfolios to get a sense of effective structure.
My initial feeling is that the work is good and obviously effecting a lot of positive change, but is being let down by the presentation.  There are a lot of spelling/ grammatical errors- could someone help with editing?

I think if you spend some time re- editing and re- ordering the work it will shine a lot brighter and reflect the essence of what you are doing so much more powerfully!  It will probably make the task of documenting and communicating far easier too if you arrive at an effective strategy.  I would like to see some development in this area before fully reviewing your PRs.

Try making the Headings for OBREDIET as separate paragraphs and copying and pasting whats already there into the relevant places.  I think whilst writing about all the principles is fine, you could integrate this into more fluid design work, as currently I find it a little abstracted and I don’t think it highlights your process fully effectively.
I have just quickly skimmed over PR4 and I think it would be advisable to see if you can apply the same thinking with this too.

This may seem a little overwhelming as we haven’t been able to check in regularly for different reasons.  I just want to reiterate that I think most of the work seems great and is there, but piecing it together in a more clear and coherent way will be beneficial to both yourself and others reading it.

We can have a check in soon if you feel you would benefit from that.
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
